1. The idea of the LASER came from the theory of Microwave.

2. The LASER was developed in the 1950’s

3. In 1917, the theory of LASERS was developed by Albert Einstein.

4. Before the LASER the MASER was invented.  The name of the person who developed the MASER was Dr. Charles Townes.

5. The two words LASER and MASER are known as acronyms, an acronym is the initials of words that stand for each letter of the word.

6. MASER stands for Microwave Amplification by Stimulated Emissions of Radiation.

7. LASER stands for Light Amplification by Stimulated Emissions of Radiation.
8. There are two types of Light:  

a. Collimated – This is a tight beam of light. Example: LASER

b. Divergent – This is described as light that is spread out. Example: Flash Light.
9. LASER light is constant it does not spread out like regular light.

10. LASER light is coherent, light, Coherent means to be constant.

11.   Watt

Abbreviated as W, a watt is a unit of electrical power equaling the product of amperage and voltage and representing the amount of power a device requires to operate. Common measurements are kilowatt (1,000 watts), megawatt (1 million watts), microwatt (.000001 watt), and milliwatt (.001 watt).
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
