Question:  What does a system do for people? People use systems as a way to solve a problem.

What is a system?

A. We use systems to solve problems

1. A system is a way to get a desired result.

B. Basic System Model.  3 parts of a system, that all systems share are: 

1. Input – Tells a system what you want it to do.  A command we give the system.

2. Process – Action part of the system.

3. Output – Result the system gives.  The actual result.

C. Systems that have monitors are ones that provide feedback.

1. System with a monitor are called closed – loop system.
D. Systems that do not have a monitor are called open – loop system.
E. A Controlled System is a system with a monitor that provides feedback about the actual performance.

F. Systems can give 4 outputs.

1.  Expected, Desired


3.  Expected, Undesired


2.  Unexpected, Desired


4.  Unexpected, Undesired

G. System within a system is called a sub-system.
